4 Affidavit of Support Form completed and signed by student's Financial Sponsor 
certifying that he/she will finance student's education for the duration of student's studies.  

5 If College study  is intended to be pursued following successful
completion of the English Language Training Program - then Dipolma , plus
School Transcripts  (grade point sheets) from each secondary/high school; or
University Transcripts if student attended University after high school/
secondary school.
